
Enrichment at TPAAK 
 

Enrichment occurs during the last part of the day (2:45-3:20pm) and gives TPAAK students the 
opportunity to dive more deeply into the area of their choosing. 

  

There are two different Enrichment tracks –  A and B. 

  

Track A courses are offered Monday, Wednesday and Friday. Track B courses are offered Tuesday 
and Thursday. Each track lasts for one trimester.  Students will be allowed to choose a class in each 
track every trimester.  Some enrichment options, such as Dragon Scales (choir), band, and orchestra 
are yearlong courses.  Kindergarten will not be participating in Enrichment Courses until 2nd 
Trimester.  They need time to get used to being a part of school! Typing will be required for all 4th & 
5th graders.
